Xenos Christian Schools accept Ohio EdChoice Scholarships
What is the Ohio EdChoice Scholarship Program?

The State of Ohio can provide up to 14,000 eligible students with scholarships to attend a participating private school of their choice.  Students from schools that have been in Academic Watch or Academic Emergency (the lowest categories ion the state’s school rating system) for two of the last three school years are eligible to apply.

Who is eligible to apply for EdChoice?

You can find a list of EdChoice-designated school buildings on the EdChoice website, http://EdChoice.ohio.gov.  Students currently attending nonpublic (private) schools and home-schooled students are not eligible to apply.
How do I apply for an EdChoice Scholarship?

· Determine if your child is eligible for the EdChoice scholarship (http://EdChoice.ohio.gov)
· Complete the school registration application packet (please refer to registration packet for complete instructions and registration process). Bring the registration application to the school along with the registration fee (cash or check).
· The school will have you complete an EdChoice Scholarship Request Form when you complete the school’s registration application. You must provide proof of address and your child’s birth certificate with your application.

· The school will submit an EdChoice application for your child through the secure web-based EdChoice Scholarship application system.

· The application period will run from February 1, 2011 through April 15, 2011.

· In July 2011, The Ohio Department of Education will notify parents about whether or not their child has been awarded the scholarship.
